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Policy Regarding Reapplication after Administrative Revocation

A practitioner who has had his or her appointment or clinical privileges administratively revoked for

•
failure to maintain current professional liability insurance in the specified 
amount;

•
failure to pay dues by the specified date;

•
failure to complete 40 category I continuing medical education credits in the 
past two years (for reappointment);

•
failure to attend the specified number of medical staff meetings per the 
medical staff bylaws 


may request reinstatement of appointment and/or appropriate privileges by 
submitting a written request for reinstatement along with documentation that 
he has resolved the reason for the revocation, for example:

•
proof of current professional liability insurance,

•
payment of dues,

•
completion of appropriate number and type of continuing medical education 
credits, and/or

•
completion of meeting attendance requirements.

The practitioner must also submit a written summary of relevant activities during the period of revocation.

The request will be processed according to the Initial Appointment Policy.
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
