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Policy Regarding Reapplication after Adverse Credentials Decision

Except as otherwise determined by the medical executive committee or governing board in light of exceptional circumstances, a practitioner who has received a final adverse decision or who has resigned or withdrawn an application for appointment or reappointment or clinical privileges is not eligible to reapply to the medical staff for a period of one year from the date of the notice of the final adverse decision, or the effective date of the resignation or application withdrawal. The hospital shall process any such application in accordance with the Initial Appointment Policy. As part of the reapplication, the practitioner must submit such additional information as the medical staff and/or governing board requires, demonstrating that the basis of the earlier adverse action no longer exists. If such information is not provided, the reapplication will be considered incomplete and voluntarily withdrawn and will not be processed any further.

No practitioner may submit or have more than one application for initial appointment or reappointment at any given time.
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
